MECHANICAL PERMITS are not required    for the following:

· Portable heating or ventilation appliances.
· Portable cooling unit.
· Steam, hot or chilled water piping within any heating or cooling equipment regulated by this code.
· Replacement of any minor part that does not alter approval of equipment or make such equipment unsafe.
· Portable evaporative cooler.
· Self-contained refrigeration systems containing 10 pounds or less of refrigerant or that are actuated by motors of 1 horsepower or less.
· Portable fuel cell appliances that are not connected to a fixed piping    system and are not interconnected      to a power grid.
· Stopping of leaks in drains, water,    soil, waste or vent pipe; provided, however, that if any concealed trap, drainpipe, water, soil, waste or vent pipe becomes defective and it becomes necessary to remove and replace the same with new material, such work shall be considered as    new work and a permit shall be obtained and inspections made as provided in this code.
GAS (MECHANICAL) PERMITS are            not required for the following:

· Portable heating, cooking or        clothes drying appliances.
· Replacement of any minor part that does not alter approval of equipment or make such equipment unsafe.
· Portable fuel cell appliances that are not connected to a fixed piping    system and are not interconnected      to a power grid.
PLUMBING PERMITS are not required         for the following:

· The clearing of stoppages or the repairing of leaks in pipes, valves        or fixtures, and the removal and reinstallation of water closets,   provided such repairs do not       involve or require the replacement      or rearrangement of valves, pipes       or fixtures.

Regardless of permit requirements by 
Lake County, if you are performing 

any type of remodeling, renovating or demolishing you are subject to State 
and Federal Regulations.  For more information please pick up a copy of 
“Building Renovation and Demolition 
What You Need to Know!” published 
by the State of Colorado and available 
in our office.
Have your project inspected by a 
Colorado Certified Asbestos Building Inspector BEFORE you begin.

If your project requires a permit, you 
must have a copy of the asbestos lab 
results performed by a Colorado 
certified asbestos building inspector in 
our office before the application is 
accepted.

BUILDING PERMITS are not required if the following construction is being performed:
· One-story (10 feet in height at the eave wall) detached accessory structures (i.e. shed) if the floor area does not exceed 200 square feet (Note:  structure must adhere to appropriate setbacks). Property must have an existing single family structure.
· Fences not over 6 feet in height.
· Retaining walls that are not over 4 feet in height measured from bottom of footing to top of wall, unless supporting a surcharge (i.e. dirt).
· Water tanks supported directly upon grade if the capacity does not exceed 5,000 gallons and the ratio of height to diameter or width does not exceed 2 to 1.
· Sidewalks and driveways not more than 30 inches above adjacent grade and not over any basement or story below.
· Painting, papering, tiling, carpeting, cabinets, counter tops and similar finish work.
· Prefabricated swimming pools that are less than 24 inches deep.
· Swings and other playground equipment accessory to a one or two-family dwelling.
· Window awnings supported by an exterior wall which do not project more than 54 inches from the exterior wall and do not require additional support.
· The removal and replacement of existing residential roof covering provided the new roofing material is of the same approximate weight of that being replaced, and no structural aspects will be affected, or the new material will exceed the design dead load of the roof.  This shall also apply to commercial buildings of less than 3,000 square feet. Per 2006 I.R.C. only 1 layer of roofing is allowed.
· Drywall installation under 200 square feet (ex: no more than 6 sheets of 4’x8’).
· Window replacement not requiring change of headers or structural members.
· Decks under 30 inches in height.
· Replacement of exterior siding.
ELECTRICAL PERMITS are not required for the following:

· Minor repair work, including the replacement of lamps or the 
connection of approved portable electrical equipment to approved permanently installed receptacle.
NOTE!


Work exempted from requiring a building permit does not preclude any required approval from the Planning and Zoning Department (City or County).  You must make sure you are in compliance with all zoning, allowed uses and property setbacks.








NOTE!


Exemption from permit requirements of this code shall not be deemed to grant authorization for any work to be done in any manner in violation of the provisions of this code or any other laws or resolutions of this jurisdiction.
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
